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A beginner’s tutorial on how to use UCINET and Netdraw starting with concepts, methods and data analysis techniques of social network analysis. The workshop begins with a general introduction to the distinct goals and perspectives of network analysis, followed by a practical discussion of network data, covering issues of data entry, visualization of datasets, transformation of datasets and mathematical/computer representation. We then take up the methods of detection and description of structural properties, such as centrality, cohesion, subgroups, core-periphery models etc. Finally, we consider how to frame and test network hypotheses using permutation tests.
